This bar is designed to replace your O.E. bar with no
modifications necessary. As you can see, the bar is similar. The
only change on some bars is a modification of the contours, made
necessary by the increase in diameter. On cars that have the
"stand-off"" bracket between the bar and the frame, use the plate
and spacer tubes. The original "stand-off" should be retained for
extra support. The tube spacers should be cut to correct length, as
the height of the "stand off" varies on different models.
