INSTALLING THE PICKUP AND BRACKET

1. Mount the pickup holder and pointer
assembly onto the bracket using the
two 5/16x1 1/4" thread bolts (Figure
1). The pickup base will only install
one way, do not try to force the
bolts in, and hand tighten the bolts.

2. Install the bracket onto the engine. The
bracket was designed to be mounted
on the passenger side of the balancer.
Be sure to use the correct length bolts
and shims in the proper location.

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INSTALLING THE TRIGGER WHEEL

1. Position the No. 1 cylinder under compression SIDE VIEW

at the desired total timing.

2. Position the trigger wheel onto the harmonic
balancer so one of the four magnets lines
up with the center of the pickup. Make
sure the wheel is mounted so it rotates in
the direction of the arrow on the wheel. If
necessary, slide the pickup in its mount until it
properly lines up with the trigger wheel magnet.
